7:15       MEET WITH GENE CUOMO 

- Meet with Lindsey St Onge – easement for truck turnaround  Ms. St. Onge reviewed her driveway on Perry Road with 

the Board and Mr. Cuomo.  Ms. St. Onge discussed the problems with her driveway and the snow and snow plowing and 
pointed out that the survey shows a culvert and stated that there is no culvert.  Mr. Cuomo stated that he is willing to do 
something else with the snow.  Ms. St. Onge stated that there are now huge ruts in the road.  Ms. St. Onge said that she  
would like to build up and hard-pack her driveway but would like a drainage system.  Mr. Cuomo said that he could try to 
put a pipe in and could also dig down.  Mr. Cuomo stated he is willing to work with Ms. St. Onge’s contractor for her 
driveway.

town vote and cannot be taken by immanent domain. 
 
 The Board discussed the budget for legal costs.  Mrs. Silverman stated that the town may have to cover lawyer costs that are 
specific to our town and would not be covered by Coalition costs.  Mr. Holman made a motion to set up two $10,000 to cover our town’s 
costs for the Coalition legal costs.  Mrs. Silverman seconded.  Carney –yes, Mrs. Silverman –yes, Mr. Holman –yes.  Approved 3-0. 
 
 The Board discussed having a meeting with Southwest Regional.
