Minutes of September 15, 2016 site walk at 446 East Lake Road, Fitzwilliam, Map 23, Lot 3, application of Jacqueline Wood: Present: Yon, Handy, Filipi, Ernst, Wittenborg, John LeClair and Susan and Terry Silverman.

The site walk began at 5:30 PM. Immediate examination was made of the drainage pipe on the southerly property line which the Board was told was actually on the abutter’s property. According to John LeClair the deck will be replaced. Instead of 556 square feet of area, the deck will be 432 square feet and will be cantilevered over the water. The northwesterly wall of the foundation facing the lake will be almost exactly where it is now.

Ms. Wood wants to install a small dog fence in what is currently a grassy area between the two buildings.

Board members expressed concern about the pitch of the roof, and run off into the lake. Mr. LeClair said that there would be gutters and dry wells, that the foundation would be raised so that the structure would be above the level of the road. This was estimated to be an increase of about 18 inches. LeClair said the sill to peak measurement would be about 23 feet. 

Yon asked where the septic would be. LeClair showed a spot on the north easterly side of the house currently used for parking, and said it was the suggested location. Ernst asked where the parking would be and LeClair said that it would be where it is now and that it would not be paved.

S. Silverman asked whether the blueberry bushes and the elm on the 

corner of deck could be saved and LeClair said they could not. A possible location for a well was discussed. Concern about appropriate vegetation was raised and LeClair said that the DES would determine what could be planted. Ms. Silverman suggested that the ZBA could set conditions regarding vegetations since the Town has a concern for the cleanliness of the lake. 
The site walk was adjourned at 5:55 PM.
