Meeting called to order 7:02 PM.

The Board reviewed/corrected minutes of June 24 which were approved by Young and Gray, Silverman and Craig abstained.  The July 8, meeting was a public informational meeting regarding the Chinook Solar Project; Young, Gray, Silverman and Craig approved minutes of that meeting.

The Board reviewed resumes received regarding the Land Use Assistant position. The Board will meet with the Select Board regarding interviews.

Selectman Kenison noted that in the future any articles or notices sent for publication in the Fitzwilliam newsletter will be paid for by the department sending article/notice.

Gray noted that the Land Use Assistant has been in touch with Eversource regarding their obligation, per the MOU, to maintain the plantings on the Eversource property, particularly the plantings at the entrance to the complex from Route 12. Gray will clarify with the Land Use Assistant exactly which plantings will be included.
Gray noted that the Board voted to hire David Coats and Rick Van der Poll to carry out several projects and reports.  She will contact both providers to confirm the scope of work requested.

The Board moved into non-public session to discuss legal administrative issues regarding moving forward on the Chinook Solar project, including steps already taken.  

The Board voted unanimously to move out of non-public session and seal the minutes.

The Board moved into non-public session to review resumes received for the Land Use Assistant position; Gray noted 11 resumes were received. The Conservation Commission as well as the PB, ZB and Board of Selectmen will be included in the selection process. Gray will make arrangements with the Town Administrator regarding these discussions.
